Departure: High Ercall Primary School - Monday 6th November 9.00am   
Arrival: High Ercall Primary School – Friday 10th Nov 2:30pm – Mrs Roberts will keep parents informed via email of the estimated arrival, we can keep the children until normal pick up time if required.
Mrs Lingham is the teacher in charge of the visit, with Mr Meredith and Ms Gater supporting.

In emergency at Arthog, Mrs Lingham will telephone Mrs Roberts.  Mrs Roberts will contact parents as appropriate.

In emergency at home, parents should contact Mrs Roberts via the school phone number or email.  Mrs Roberts will contact Arthog and/or Mrs Lingham if appropriate.

We also have children’s home contact details.

Late arrivals:



Mrs Lingham will telephone Mrs Machin to confirm safe arrival at Arthog.  Parents will not be informed but may telephone school if they wish.

If more than 1 hour late on return to school, Mrs Roberts will be notified and parents informed by email.

Code of conduct:
Code of conduct is the same as school, plus additional regulations at Arthog. Strictly no mobile phones or other technology allowed. If children do not conform to the code of conduct and Mrs Lingham feels it is no longer appropriate for the child to be at the centre, parents will be asked to come and collect them.

Pocket Money

Children may wish to bring a small amount of pocket money with them.  We suggest that a maximum of £10 should be enough to cover items and Arthog ask for the children to bring coins rather than notes.  
We must insist that all pocket money is kept in a purse/wallet/container of some sort, which must be named.  Children will be responsible for looking after this.

These are our arrangements for the residential visit.

· The children arrive at School at 8.45am, and come into the hall with their luggage.
· We will be leaving at 9.00am, so any parents that wish to stay and wave off the children will need to park at the village hall. We will prevent all parking on Church Road that morning to allow the bus to reverse.
· If your child is in breakfast club on the morning, please bring all luggage to the hall where it will be stored and then take your child to breakfast club.
· We will be phoning school on our arrival, approximately 12 midday.
· All children will require a packed lunch on Monday 6th November which they will eat upon their arrival at Arthog.

General Notes:-

1. When you and your child pack their clothes, please make a list for them to use as a check list for return packing.  Clothes to be clearly labelled.
2. Please ensure your child has taken any travel sickness pills before they arrive at school on the morning of departure.  They should have a further pill for the return journey in a sealed envelope and labelled with clear instructions.  These, along with other medicines, need to be handed to Mrs Lingham on arrival at school.  ALL MEDICINES MUST BE LABELLED CLEARLY WITH INSTRUCTIONS FILLED IN ON THE MEDICATION FORM AND THE CHILD’S NAME.

3. We would request that no phone calls be made to your child at the centre, and we will not encourage your child to phone home, as this often starts ‘home sickness’.  

4. Mrs Lingham will be accompanied by Mr Meredith and Ms Gater on this trip.  Their help is greatly appreciated.

5. Children will need to bring a small snack with them to take on the coach.  

6. The children should carry with them all their needs for the week.  Please keep luggage to a minimum – one bag that children are able to carry themselves.  Luggage should be clearly labelled with a ribbon or tape so that it can be easily identified when unloading.
